Single storey side extension and alterations to the main house and new detached double garage


NO OBJECTION – UNANIMOUS

Applicable WNDP Policies:

P1
Protect and Enhance the Character of Watlington and the Historic Setting of the Town

WPC has no objection to this proposal.  The property is not listed and sits within the Chilterns Area of Outstanding Beauty (AONB) however, it is assessed that the proposed single-story extension to the side of the property will have no material impact on the setting within the AONB and will not impact on neighbour amenity.  The design and use of materials will complement the older parts of the building and the overall development will offer greater ground and first floor utility.  WPC notes that there is extensive use of glass within the design and expresses concern regarding the potential for light spill and therefore, the potential for a negative impact on dark skies in the AONB.


P21/S1796/FUL 10 Davenport Place Watlington 


Erection of new 2 bed dwelling and parking


Lucy Papworth spoke against this application.


Neil Boddington spoke as the agent for this application and answered questions raised.


OBJECTION – UNANIMOUS
Not for submission to SODC

This application to erect a new 2 bed dwelling and associated parking at 10 Davenport Place in the centre of the Watlington Conservation Area should be rejected.  It does not comply with the polices in the SODC LP or the WNDP.  The proposal will have a harmful impact on the CA and the surrounding area, in particular The Paddock Community Garden.  The Design and Access Statement has failed to justify the need for the development or how it complies with policy.  The Statement does not acknowledge or reference the extant planning approval for the enlargement of 10 Davenport Place and how this will impact the site.  It also glosses over the issue that the proposed development does not have access rights to the land.  There is a lack of information regarding the impact of the development on its most immediate neighbour, the enlarged 10 Davenport Place, and there has is no assessment of the impact on the biodiversity of the area and now any negative impact would be mitigated.  

The site is not a location for such a speculative development and would not be acceptable if put forward as part of one of the large development sites in Watlington.  It should not be acceptable here.  
WPC recommends, in the strongest terms, that this application is not approved. 

Should the Planning Officer be minded to approve this application and therefore, it goes before the SODC Planning Committee, there should be a site visit before a final decision is made. 

If SODC recommends approval the following planning conditions are needed: 

1. The proposed access be subject to a full impact assessment by OCC Highways.  This is particularly important as the access is through a public carpark with rights of way for pedestrians. 

2. A detailed biodiversity impact assessment is carried out.

3. There should be no encroachment into tree root protection areas.  

4. All permitted development rights should be withdrawn to ensure no further development can take place on this very restricted site.

NO OBJECTION – UNANIMOUS
Applicable WNDP Policies:

WPC has no objection to this application.  The property sits within the Watlington Conservation Area however, it is a relatively modern property that is not listed or of heritage interest.  The proposal to demolish the existing porch and replace it with a slightly larger, weather-tight, structure will provide a more secure and flexible entrance to the house.  The proposal does not conflict with any of the policies contained in the WNDP.


P21/S1719/HH 9 Brook Street 


Demolition of garage, sheds and conservatory, erection of 2 storey extension and new garage and store


NO OBJECTION – UNANIMOUS

WPC has no objection to this application.   The property sits within the Watlington Conservation Area (WCA) and although it is not listed it is a significant property within the street scene of Brook Street.  The plans reflect the property’s scale and position within the WCA and, as such, do not conflict with any of the policies contained in the WNDP.  WPC notes the concern of the neighbour at No 11 Brook Street that the height of the new garage might have a detrimental impact on the light at the rear of the properties.  This should be checked prior to a decision being made in order to protect the neighbour’s amenity.
