WPC has no objection to this application.  However, the council agrees with CPRE that the use of extensive areas of glass on the elevations of the main house, along with the rooflights on the pool house and garage, have the potential to have a detrimental impact on the night wildlife and dark skies in this sensitive area of the AONB.   Therefore, light spill must be kept to a minimum and any external lighting must be carefully controlled.  

P22/SO390/HH 16 Watcombe Road, Watlington - Proposed rear first floor extension, single storey 
rear extension, 
single storey front infill extension, fenestration alterations to the existing house and 
new pitched roof over the existing garage.

Protect and Enhance the Character of Watlington and the historic Setting of the Town

WPC has no objection to this application.   This relatively modern property sits within the Watlington Conservation Area (WCA).  WPC assesses that the plans reflect the property’s scale and position within the WCA and, as such, do not conflict with any of the policies contained in the WNDP.  The proposed plans are sympathetic to the property and will provide very useable family space.  However, WPC noted the extensive use of glazing in the new extension and that this has the potential to have a detrimental impact on the night wildlife and dark skies within the WCA.  Therefore, light spill must be kept to a minimum.  

P22/S4452/HH Launders Farm, Northend - Demolition of existing ancillary building and replacement 
with new ancillary building to facilitate a private storage area, games room, gym, home office and 
covered parking area as per amended plans submitted 3 February 2022.

WPC has no objection to this proposal. WPC recommended the original application for approval on 5th November 2021 and the comments submitted then remain extant.  They are reproduced below for ease of reference.

The site of this development sits within the Chilterns AONB however, the proposed larger ancillary building will not have a detrimental impact on the local environment or the surrounding area. In accordance with SODC policies all developments should ensure a biodiversity gain (not loss) and in this regard WPC would like to see provision of bat and bird boxes to ensure no loss of habitat.

WPC notes that there is extensive use of glass along the rear of the extensions and expresses concern regarding the potential for light spill and therefore, the potential for a negative impact on dark skies in the WCA.
