Declarations of Interest 

There were none notified.

4.
Matters Arising

Edge Road (Minute 5 refers) – It was noted that the meeting with Emma Bowerman took place on 
5/8/2021 with MR, GB and two representatives from Pyrton also in attendance. 

ICC (Minute 5 refers) – GB asked if any decision had been made to contact Barbara Chillman with the 
queries that WPC had. It was agreed that GB draft a letter to be agreed by MR and AM before the Clerk 
sends it to her.

Richard Sheehan – Proposed extension to Chilterns AONB (Minute 8 refers)– At the last meeting it 
was agreed that GB would contact the Chiltern Conservation Board. However, GB reported that this 
letter was from an individual and not the CCB as previously thought.  It was noted that whilst 
this could be a valuable addition it is at odds with our current issues. MR will draft a paragraph to send 
to Richard Sheehan.


Tree Works in Watlington (Minute 9 refers) – IH wrote a piece on this for the Watlington Times.
5.
To consider the following applications:


P16/S2576/O Land off Pyrton Lane 


100 residential dwellings.
It was noted that the Pyrton Parish Council response was very fair and balanced, and it was a position that WPC could support at this stage.  We would not submit detailed comment until further information was received.  WPC’s position has always been that we cannot support an application that could gain approval without a guarantee of the delivery of the edge road.  Therefore, WPC will wait to submit its detailed comments until after the OCC Cabinet meeting on 21st September.  It is hoped that greater clarity on the route and the planning application for the road will be available by then.  It was noted that comments have been submitted by the CPRE, Conservation Officer and the Landscape Officer in relation to the landscaping.  GB suggested that it may be necessary for Pyrton to submit its own landscaping plan for the gifted land to show how the new development will sit within the overall site.  WPC will need to have discussions with Pyrton about this and how it is to be managed long term.


MR stated that Emma Bowerman will not be looking at this application until October at the earliest. It 
was agreed that we need to see the SODC Cabinet report before we give a response. The report should 
be published next week.

MR and GB will draft a holding response to SODC stating WPC’s position as outlined above.  A detailed response will be submitted following the October Planning meeting.

MR will circulate a note on the issues that were raised at the meeting with Emma Bowerman and Pyrton representatives.

The Parish Council believes that the proposed use of Welsh slate tiles and the extended use of thatch will not detract from the visual impact of this valuable heritage asset. Indeed, it will help preserve it for the future.  The Council’s responsibility, in accordance with Policy P1, is to protect and enhance the character of Watlington.  It therefore assesses that the proposed work is in the best interest of the building and the Watlington Conservation Area.
